*****Library Lingo*****
Information Literacy – Strategies taught by a librarian or paraprofessional, (in conjunction with teaching staff) on how to locate, evaluate and use resources and media effectively

Acceptable Use Policy- the school/library policy of specific rules when using the library and other resources

Censorship – The act of repressing or removing materials/information deemed offensive by an individual(s)

Adobe Acrobat Reader (Printable Document Format/PDF) – A software program to view documents
Boolean Search – a search strategy (an advanced search) using and/or/not

Barcode – Labels for printed and other materials as well as patrons to keep electronic track of information

Bibliography – a list or  references or resources used in a research assignment

Copyright Date – ‘when the book was born’ – when the material received copyright rights (the C symbol)

Big6 – a step-by-step guide to research/teaching of information literacy skills
Call Number/Spine Label – the numbers and letters used to catalog materials in a library (classification numbers/letters and author)

Inter-Library Loan – (ILL) –  a way of sharing informational materials with other libraries in your own and other districts

Almanac – a yearly book of facts and records

Atlas – a book of maps

Dictionary – a book of words and their definitions, part of speech info, etc.

Encyclopedia – a set of reference books with large amounts of information in each volume

Thesaurus – a dictionary of synonyms and antonyms of words

Glossary – an alphabetical listing in the back of a book with the words and definitions that pertain to that subject or book

Index – an alphabetical list in the back of a book that guides you to finding specific subjects, photos, maps and information

Table of Contents – a list in the beginning of a book of the chapters/subjects or division of information throughout the book

Web Browser – a graphic interface that connects to the WWW (such as Internet Explorer, Mozilla Firefox, etc.)

Web Site – a ‘home page’ or location linked to a particular site that promotes what the designer intended

Weeding – the removing of materials of any kind from library shelves because they are worn, outdated, offensive in any way, or are not relevant to the curriculum

Inventory – a process of checking the library collection against the card catalog on the circ desk computer.  This is done with a scanner, PDA or some other electronic device

Search Engine – a website designed to search the World Wide Web for information (Dogpile.com/AltaVista.com/Ask.com/Google/etc.)

Blog – a shortened version of the word Weblog, a website that an individual maintains with personal information, comments on a particular subject, etc.

Wikki – a collection of web pages where many can post information and/or change content on the site.

Pathfinder – expert guides to get you started on the right path for research http://www.ipl.org/div/pf/
Podcast – an audio, video or recording that you can download from the Internet
Digital Story – using computer based tools to tell stories
ELMO/Document Reader – we used to use an overhead projector for this
Blogging - a website monitored by a person or persons with information about their own experiences, observations, opinions, etc
Web 2.0 –where we are now with the Internet – a social, interactive, editable world
Social Networking - a network of friends, colleagues, and other personal contacts
Twitter – an online social networking service that enables people to send up to 140 characters in a text to others…..
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
